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BE FILLED WITH THE HOLY SPIRIT

At Pentecost, the disciples received the Holy Spirit, right? That's the theme of the book of Acts: "You
will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and you will be my witnesses ... to the ends
of the earth” (Acts 1:8).

The book of Acts says that the Christians were filled with the Holy Spirit first at Pentecost. But then we
see in other times throughout the book of Acts that the disciples were filled again with joy and the Holy
Spirit.

Did you catch that? At multiple times, the Christians were filled with the Holy Spirit. "That means that
we leak," jokes Dr. Reed Lessing, the Bible study presenter at the recent convention of the LWML.

It's easy to wrongly think that every baptized person has the Holy Spirit as a permanent possession that
can never be lost. Truthfully, we who have been given access to the Spirit in Baptism keep on receiving
the Holy Spirit from God the Father for as long as we live here on earth. For our entire life as baptized
people we continue receiving the Holy Spirit.

Are you still trying to understand how a Christian continues to receive the Holy Spirit? There are any
number of examples that we might consider to explain this. A loving husband continues to give his love
to his wife. The wife is never without his love, but he still give his love anyway, day after day. A loving
mother would never say to her children, "I gave you my love yesterday. You don't need anymore
today!" She would never think that giving love is something that she should stop doing. Or, we might
say that a spouse, a parent, a close friend gives of themselves to those they care about. In the same
way, our loving Triune God continues to give of Himself to us daily. So, in regards to the Holy Spirit, we
continue to receive the Holy Spirit, because He continues to come to us.

How can we keep receiving the Holy Spirit? We receive the Holy Spirit by hearing God's Word.
Wherever God's Word is proclaimed and enacted, whenever it is used in meditation and prayer, we can



be sure that Christ is there giving the Holy Spirit for us to receive. In worship, in the proclaimed and
preached Word, the Holy Spirit is given and received. In our personal and family devotions, the Holy
Spirit is given and received. In our Baptism and in the Lord's Supper, the Holy Spirit is also given and
received.

And when this comes to pass, and we have the Holy Spirit, what happens in our Christian life? He
changes our lives! He shapes our words, our thoughts, and our actions! Ephesians 5:18-21: "[B]e filled
with the Spirit, addressing one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making
melody to the Lord with all your heart, giving thanks always and for everything to God the Father in the
name of our Lord Jesus Christ, submitting to one another out of reverence for Christ."”

So never stop receiving and giving thanks for the gift of the Holy Spirit. He is there for you and your
benefit! He comes to you in the Word and Sacraments and then uses that same Word and Sacraments
to build you up in your faith. He gives Himself to you to guide, comfort, strengthen, and enlightens you in
the Christian faith and in your Christian life. Why would we ever say that we want less?
